SAVING YOUR DEFAULT LAYER VIEW

Ronny (& Group), I am not sure if you stumbled on this one but I am 
guessing most SM2 users are getting quite familiar with hitting 
Ctrl+1 each time they load the "Layer" window to add the Master 
Controls to the mixer screen. I was also annoyed that I could not 
save my window positions and that if I only had one mixer why 
couldn't the shortcut take me all the way into my Layer screen. 
Well, I stumbled on a fix for these problems. Maybe this was obvious 
to others but just in case here is how you can save your Layer 
Window anyway you want to:

1. Load your custom SM2 shortcut (e.g. Setup 01.YSM) and then your 
Layer Window.
2. Set up your mixer view exactly as you want including the position 
on your monitor, window sizes, Master Control, etc. (This will also 
save your SM window view. I made mine as small as possible while 
still displaying the 01v96 icon and placed it in the corner of my 
screen.)
3. Switch back to the SM Window and do File>Save (Not in the Layer 
Window and do not close the Layer Window first).
4. Shut down the SM window and the Layer window should close along 
with it.
5. Now when you load your Custom short cut (As Ronny described in 
an earlier post), you should find that your Layer Window will be as 
you left it (No more Ctrl+1 for me!)

Also note that I am not certain if it is because I followed my 
instructions above, but now when I click my desktop shortcut, it 
loads SM and then goes right into my Layer Window without having to 
click the 01v96 icon. I am assuming this is because the File>Save 
was done in SM while the Layer window was open.

I hope this helps.

Miguel, yes, that's how it supposed to work. But rather than "save" try
"save as" and you can create all the various setups you want. One for
Patching. One for selected channel, whatever you need.

Start SM and get your basic V setup running. Then let's say you want a mixer
view with master. Get that on your screen. Now back over to SM do a
"save-as". Name it "Mixer and Master". Close SM. Now double click "Mixer and
Master" and everything will be as it was. So you can make all the screen
arrangements you like and name them. 

When you are ready to quit, right click the SM icon on the taskbar and
"close". Don't worry about leaving the SM window visible. Let it stay in the
background hidden. You can access it from the taskbar and gain some more
screen space.
