What are all these Radio Services?

WHAT IS FRS?

FRS Stands for Family Radio Service, and requires no license. Hence the name FAMILY Radio Service, these frequencies are to be used for FAMILY communications only. No official business may be conducted on these frequencies. The maximum output is 500 mW, which is the maximum limit on most FRS radio’s you buy. You probably already know what FRS is, but have never heard it by name. FRS are those cheap little 14-channel radio’s you can buy at Walgreen’s or CVS or Eckerd’s or places like those. Their frequencies are on UHF and are listed below.

WHAT IS MURS?

MURS stands for Multi-Use Radio Service. This requires no license by the user and can be used for both family and business communications. MURS can use a maximum of 2W on frequencies assigned to this service. Most people have never heard of MURS, and heck, I as the moderator didn’t know until a fellow ham operator told me! So don’t feel stupid if you didn’t know what this was. You can order these kinds of radios from good radio shop’s so feel free to ask on the group where. Unlike FRS or GMRS (see below for GMRS), MURS frequencies are on VHF and are also listed below.

WHAT IS GMRS?

GMRS stands for General Mobile Radio Service. It is a land-mobile radio service available for short-distance two-way communications to facilitate the activities of an adult individual and his or her immediate family members, including a spouse, children, parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, nephews, nieces, and in-laws. Normally, as a GMRS licensee, you and your family members would communicate among yourselves over the general area of your residence or during recreational group outings, such as camping or hiking. The GMRS licensee must be an adult of 18-years or older and have received a call sign from the FCC with 3 letters, usually beginning with K or W and 4 numerical digits on the end. For example, KAF9118. The GMRS frequencies share with some FRS frequencies. See below for official list of frequencies.
