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why your cert team should get involved with amateur radio.

amateur radio offers..

1) Much longer range and reliability than FRS radios. You can easily talk across 

town instead of just across the block.

2) Direct communications with your county’s emergency operations center. 

Most county EOC's have ham radio rooms that are staffed during emergencies.

3) Self reliance. Ham radio has consistently proven itself during disasters.

Hams generally get their radios up and running and start relaying messages

before the utility trucks get there to fix the damage.

4) Many more open frequencies and less congestion. There are thousands of

 "channels", not just 14 like on FRS.

5) The ability to use repeaters. Repeaters allow a simple handheld radio to 

communicate across the county with ease.

6) The ability to send data. Using amateur radio equipment you can track 

vehicles, monitor weather stations and send large amounts of text without

the need of a cell phone or telephone line.

7) Equipment cost is not much more than a fancy FRS radio. $100 gets you a 

new entry level handheld radio that you can start using once you pass your test.

8) Morse code is no longer needed for the entry level license. The entry level exam

consist of 35 questions and the license is good for 10 years!

9) Via ham radio you can keep abreast of hazardous weather, bad traffic, and get 

help with directions while on the road.

10) Ham radio is fun! No matter where you go you always have folks to chat with.
